GUILLERMO WILLIS—BANDONEON 

Guillermo Willis, an Argentinian bandoneonist of the new generation, is committed to what 

he describes as an “archaeology of the bandoneon.” Bridging the worlds of Tango and        

Baroque music, his solo repertoire revives tangos from historic original recordings,           

juxtaposing them with masterworks from the 17th and 18th centuries. Willis seeks to      

surprise audiences with the bandoneon’s expressive power and dynamic range, and to foster 

a deeper connection with the instrument and the tango tradition. 

Trained under masters Néstor Marconi and Rodolfo Daluisio at the Manuel de Falla       

Conservatory in Buenos Aires, he has performed at prestigious venues including Argentina’s 

National Historical Museum, the Library of Congress, and the Argentine Embassy in      

London. In the UK, he was a member of the Desbande Quintet — performing at Milton 

Court in 2024 — and collaborated with the London Chamber Orchestra and Tango Terra 

Ensemble. In 2022, he presented Joshua Bell’s Royal Albert Hall Proms concert for BBC   

Radio 4. Nowadays based in Madrid, he is a member of the Orquesta Argenta Típica.
